New Business

The group discussed the priority rankings of assessment concerns from the previous meetings. It was decided to combine some of the questions before presenting them to the university committee.  The committee agreed by consensus to bring forward the following questions:
1. How can we adopt a culture of assessment at WSU (ex., by making more students and faculty aware of the evaluation of learning through and contributing to assessment)?

2. How can assessment at WSU be more consistent across the university without being prescriptive and invasive?

3. How is the common body of knowledge (i.e., general education) identified and assessed at WSU?

4. What common threads cross all levels (programs) of assessment at WSU? (i.e., How is data collected at the university level? What happens to the data collected at the college level? Does it enter the assessment decision making process?)

The committee agreed that the chair will make a short introductory statement and PowerPoint presentation at the December 2 meeting describing the rankings and other issues discussed by this committee. Following that Charlie Burdsal will make a presentation about SPTE, describing it originated and the history of the instrument.
The next meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, November 30, 2005 at 1:00 p.m in 206 LH.
