Minutes

June July 19, 2005

Before reviewing Core Component 5c of Criterion 5, the committee brainstormed about adding other “members” or “associate members” to the working group. A number of names were suggested, but it was thought that these could be viewed more as resource contacts within different colleges or units, rather than as full-time members. 

This initiative was a follow-up to the conference call the group had had with Audrey Begun at UWM on July 5. Audrey had suggested that it is valuable to have fuller representation from across the campus. The names suggested included the following:

Philip said that he would attempt to contact these people and see to what extent they might be willing to serve in some capacity. 

Turning to the Core Component 5c, the group discussed the different partnerships that exist with regard to student development, both of college age and within the USD 259 school system. Christine SL talked about high school camps for HS Juniors and Seniors, working in conjunction with College of Education. There is a need to grow more teachers within the community. 

With regard to working with schools and colleges, Christine pointed out that the Registrar’s office has detailed agreements with the 19 community colleges regarding transfer issues. Furthermore, the associate deans of the colleges make regular visits to the colleges to make sure that these agreements are understood and still valid. 

Partnerships with local businesses are also used to develop students and meet student needs successfully. 

Christine handed out more feedback from her different units regarding Criterion 5c and Philip will keep these on file.

John Williams also handed out a “third-tier” financial analysis of percentages of budget allocated to Engagement and Service within the Office of the Vice President for Finance and Administration. He offered to run similar analyses for other units. Philip said he would check with Nancy Snyder to see how useful this might be, as it would require a lot of work on John’s part.
