C-3 committee meeting

Minutes

C-3 committee met April 19 at 10:30 a.m. in the LAS boardroom.

Attending:  Linda Bakken, Mary Koehn, Nancy Deyoe, Ken Miller, Jim Wolf, and Sharon Iorio, chair.  

Dr. Iorio reported to the committee that Associate Vice President Snyder confirmed at the Committee Chairs meeting April 13 that the General Education section of the HLC report would be written by Dr. Don Blakeslee, the University General Education Coordinator with the help of the University General Education Committee and upon completion entered into the HLC report under Criteria Three; therefore, no research or writing of the general education section of the report is expected of the C-3 committee.  

The committee then discussed the 1996 NCA report and the update report made in 2000-01 to look for items that the committee needs to address in the 2006 report.  The committee noted areas of improvement for WSU assessment, student learning, and effective teaching in university libraries and the colleges of business and health professions.  Committee members from these units were requested to meet with their unit’s administration and collect data for the committee to respond to the stated weaknesses.  
The committee reviewed data from the Student Learning survey and requested that the chair ask Dr. Snyder to prepare a modified report that eliminated responses and questions that did not relate to Criterion Three.  

The chair reiterated the request made at a previous meeting that a committee member from each college provide 1) a list of licensed programs within the college, 2) a print copy of the last accreditation report for those colleges with accredited programs, & 3) examples of good assessment programs and/or good examples of faculty development activities.  Both need back up data that can be referenced and possibly located in the resource room.  If provided an example from each college will be featured in the C-3 section of the report.  

The data above request has been met from the Colleges of Business and LAS and University Libraries.  

The chair thanked the committee members for their continued willingness to work on the committee and their support of quality in education at WSU. 
 The committee agreed to meet again in one week.  
The committee adjourned at 11:15 a.m.
