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The Criterion Three committee met in the LAS Dean’s conference room in Lindquist Hall on April 12, 2005.  

The committee accepted the resignation of Pawan Kahol who has accepted a position at another university.

The working groups reported the following data sources they believed should be included in the final report.  It was suggested by committee member Ron Christ that working groups c and d be combined since there was duplication of data from each of these sections being reported.  Others on the committee concurred and added that the self-studies of other universities revealed these two core competencies had been combined.  It was decided by consensus to combine the core competencies c and d in the final report.
