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The recipient must have a minimum 3.00 high school GPA and maintain the minimum grade point average required for
their college major. Consideration will be given to students who have participated in the Health Exploration Program at
North, West, or Northeast High School.

A typed one-page, double-spaced, personal statement highlighting academic, leadership, extracurricular, community
service, and work experiences. Also include your special interests, short and long-range goals, and how receiving a
scholarship will assist in academic success. This provides additional information for the committee to consider.

Attach an activities chart including your academic, leadership, extracurricular, campus, community service, and work
experience. With each activity, provide the dates you were involved, time commitments and any leadership roles you

had.
