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As we are getting prepared
for a new year and a new
semester, it is hard to think
about “next fall” but this is
exactly the time to be doing
so for students who plan on
applying for federal student
aid for the 2009— 2010 aca-
demic year. Students
should file the 2009-2010
FAFSA on-line at
www.fafsa.ed.gov . The

priority date to file the
FAFSA is March 1, 2009.
While our office continues
to process aid applications
all year long, those students
who meet the March 1*
priority date will receive
consideration for some fed-
eral aid programs with lim-
ited funding. Our staff is
available to assist students
with the application process
and to discuss what options
are available.

Also, despite the uncertain
state of the economy, I
would like to offer you the

assurance that federal stu-
dent loans will be available
during the 2009-2010 aca-
demic year. The Ensuring
Continued Access to Stu-
dent Loans Act (ECASLA)
allows the Department of
Education to purchase
FFELP loans first disbursed
on or after 10/1/03 and
before 7/1/10. This au-
thority has provided student
loan providers with access
to liquidity at a time when
credit markets are making it
hard for lending institutions
to raise money to meet bor-

rower demands.

We also want to take this
opportunity to thank those
of you who assisted us in
various ways during 2008.
Your time and efforts are
greatly appreciated!

Reminder about scholarship
scams:

During these turbulent eco-
nomic times, be weary of pos-

sible scholarship
scams. Most schol-
arship scams ap-
pear to be legiti-
mate, but are far from it. Be cautious
of offers that guarantee winnings or
require personal financial information
or fees. Research the organization
and ités schol ars
not apply or submit information such
as your name, address, phone num-
ber or e-mail address until you have
confirmed that it is legitimate. Some-
times scammers use the names of
legitimate organizations or even the
university logo to appear as if they
have been authorized to act on our
behalf. Again, double check to en-
sure that requested information is be-
ing sent to appropriate contacts.
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
