(
Check if you have met pre/co-requisite requirements for all courses you are planning to enroll in.

(
Transfer Credit (including those earned at BCCC) must be in WSU computer database before you can assume that you have credit in a course.  See Janet Wentz (in Engineering Records) if you claim transfer credit that is not in WSU database; ask Ms. Wentz to write a note in your Student Folder before seeing your advisor.

(
If you plan to take any course at BCCC, enroll at BCCC first and show your advisor the proof of enrollment when you go for advising.  International students note: to maintain your visa status you must enroll in 12 hours at WSU, BCCC enrollment does not count.

(
Check with Janet Wentz (or Dr. Kamran Rokhsaz) before you assume transfer credit will be usable at WSU.

(
Advisors do not give any transfer credit.  All transfer credits must go through Engineering Records Office before they are officially accepted for WSU degree.

(
Make sure that you take shaded courses in the BSIE Checksheet as early as possible; otherwise, your graduation may be delayed.  Only you will be responsible for the delay of graduation if you do not follow this advice.

(
You will not be advised if you do not bring your ‘Student Folder’ when you meet your advisor.  It is your responsibility to have the folder with you when you go for advising.

(
When in doubt, consult Dr. Don Malzahn (Undergraduate Coordinator), Janet Wentz, Dr. Kamran Rokhsaz or Chair.

(
Use ‘BSMfgE Checksheet’ for all course advising.
