a. Vice President Miller informed the group that the self-study was moving along; he hoped that early the next week, hard copies of the self-study report would be delivered to 25 key people. The draft will have been edited by a copy editor, but the deans should fact check their sections. The draft would be copy edited again, then an outside editor would go through it one last time. The next challenge would be to start a discussion about the self-study. A scripted, 5-10 minute presentation had been created that reviewed the findings of the self-study. Early next year, the presentation would be reformulated to drill into a couple of areas. Dr. Snyder was working on a visit from the site team chair in December and was working on the Resource Room. 
b. Dr. Snyder gave the self-study presentation, and the group provided feedback:

· Dr. Hawley clarified that WSU was the most diverse campus, not the most diverse student body. 
· Vice President Miller asked about use of the word “challenges.” A suggestion was made to change it to “challenges/opportunities.” 
· The group discussed adding diversity as a challenge as well (regarding faculty). Ms. Howard pointed out that the photos in the presentation were limited to young students; older students were part of WSU’s diversity as well. The group discussed the lower average age of students than in the past, and whether a decision was made to move away from older students and focus on younger students. 
· Dean Beehler suggested adding campus infrastructure and maintenance on the challenges. 
· Dean Engelhardt suggested changing the language of preparing students for the 21st century to include pedagogy and assessment. 
· The group suggested adding more graphics to the presentation.
