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Chair Tom Winters commented that there is an “amazing” connection between REAP and WSU.  In addition, in his capacity as a Sedgwick County Commissioner, he has also observed a very close working relationship between county staff and Hugo Wall School faculty and staff.

Although WSU believes in providing access to higher education, its recent decision to sever its relationship with Cowley College in Sedgwick County is a concern for citizens of south Sedgwick County.

WSU has been very helpful in providing continuing education for city clerks and city managers.

REAP has options in terms of its staffing arrangements and has chosen to ask the Hugo Wall School to provide staffing.  That is a significant action and testament to the positive regard that REAP holds for WSU.
