Re:  Health Care for Summer Program Participants

Summer is about on us and I am sending this letter of information about the health care we offer for summer camps/programs on campus.  We welcome all visiting students and hope their time at Wichita State University is enjoyable and healthy.

As a visitor to campus for a summer camp/program, we provide our health care service as a courtesy.  In order to be seen at Student Health Services (SHS), you must call to schedule an appointment, unless it is an emergency.  Emergencies are seen anytime we are open (refer to our brochure for times).  For all other health concerns, we offer a brief history and assessment of the health complaint and provide some limited care based on needs.  We will offer health care teaching to those with minor self-limiting conditions.  Minor first aid will be provided when appropriate.  If the individual needs prescription medication, laboratory services or further emergency care, they will be referred to their own health care provider or one that you have secured for off-campus health care needs.

We request that you have a medical release form signed by a parent or guardian.  Bring a copy with you when being seen at SHS.  All students should have information about their health insurance coverage and the name of their insurance carrier on file in your office.

In the event a student/camper needs to be seen, we request that a member of your staff call our office to schedule an appointment, then accompany the youth to our office and remain until the student has been released by us.  Students are responsible for payment of any charges that are incurred.  Please advise us if your office plans to cover any of the charges a student may incur.  We do not charge for office visits, but do for some supplies/procedures, medications and laboratory services. 

To assist us in a smooth transition into summer camp programs it would help if you could please send a list of program participants for our reference should health care be needed.
