Explanation of Grading Rubrics:
Content of Presentation:
Does the work fulfill all of the requirements of the assignment?  Are all required issues addressed in an adequate fashion?  

Quality of Presentation consists of six parts, including


Organization:
Does the presentation have a clear opening statement that catches the audience’s attention?  Does it stay focused throughout and have a persuasive, well-documented conclusion?  

Preparation:
Did the presenter invest sufficient time developing and practicing the presentation?    


Verbal skills:
Can the presenter be easily understood?  Is the pace and volume appropriate, and does it vary in a way that keeps the audience’s interest?    


Non-verbal skills:  
Does the presenter have distracting mannerisms?  Does he or she effectively use body language and eye contact to maintain the audience’s interest?  

Use of media:
Does any media used enhance the overall presentation?  Is it attractive, clear and professional in appearance?  


Audience interaction:
Does the presenter respond effectively to questions from the audience?
