Content of Assignment:

Quality of Writing consists of four parts, including


Logic & organization:
Does the work develop unified and coherent ideas, organize them logically with paragraphs, and connect them with effective transitions?  Is there a clear and specific introduction and conclusion, where appropriate? 


Use of language:
Is the sentence structure effective and appropriate?  Does the work use interesting and effective vocabulary, and does it effectively balance a variety of sentence structures?  


Spelling & grammar:
Are there spelling or grammatical errors?  


Writing style:
Does the writing keep the reader’s attention?  Has the writer made good decisions about writing style that are appropriate given the purposes of the assignment?

Formatting and Appearance:
Is the finished document attractive and well formatted?
